Society.

6. | hereby fully and completely release the San Diego Humane Society and S.P.C.A,, its agents, and employees,
from any claim, cause of action or liability, whether known or unknown, arising out of damage a foster animal in my
care may inflict upon any person or property, for any iliness of the animal, or for the transmittal of any illness or
parasite to any other animal or person.

7. lunderstand a home inspection at my place of residence will be required before beginning my foster care duties. |
also understand this home inspection will be scheduled at the availability of San Diego Humane Society’s staff, but
that every effort will be made to complete my home inspection within a reasonable amount of time after completing
my foster care training.
